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EPrints Commonly Used Terminology
· An eprint is a record or publication. Also referred to as a deposit


· An abstract page, this is the public summary page for an eprint item


· A control page, is the non-public page providing access to: item details, actions, history and issues

· A preprint is any version of an article before the final, refereed, revised, accepted draft.


· A postprint is any version of an article from the refereed, accepted, final draft onwards (including post-publication corrections and revisions).


· Metadata is information about an eprint, usually the name of the authors, the title, date, journal etc.


· RSS is (Really Simple Syndication) used to provide subscribers with frequently updated information

· Work Area is the main logged in area a depositor will use for creating and interacting with their deposited items.


· Review buffer is the area managed by editors, which deposited items will be submitted to whilst they await approval


· Live is the term for deposited items that have been approved by an Editor and are viewable by external visitors to the repository


· Retired refers to deposited eprints which have been withdrawn, but will not be available to external visitors to access/download.

This list is not intended to be exhaustive, but rather to provide some of the key terminology that will be used in today’s training session.
